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2010: a great year for GeoGebra and maths teaching

3 million laptops only in Argentina, and winning the National Technology Leadership Coalition’s Technology in Education Award in the US: only few episodes of our incredible last year. 
2010 was really fruitful for GeoGebra, the dynamic open-source mathematical software. 
Let us share with you some information and facts about our people and their results.

GeoGebra is one of the most successful software inventions and community in the current teaching and learning of science and mathematics. 

Since GeoGebra’s launch nine years ago it has became a worldwide success, not only because of it works, helps teachers and students to understand and enjoy maths, but also it engages them in a world-wide community. 

In 2010 the software was downloaded from geogebra.org 3,8 million times. The website had 5 million visitors from 217 countries, and 3 300 000 of them were new visitors. This means up to 33,000 visits per day or 170,000 visits per week – and it’s all about mathematics! The software until today had been translated into 55 languages.

The local support and training of the teachers who choose GeoGebra for their daily work is a really important goal of our community. This work is done via local Institutes around the globe.

In 2008 the GeoGebra movement had only 6 local GeoGebra Institutes, in 2009 we had totally 23 Institutes, and in 2010 24 new institutes were established totaling 48 in all continents (except Antartica).
We had some International GeoGebra conferences in 2010:

First Eurasia Meeting of GeoGebra (EMG) - May 11-13. 

First North American GeoGebra Conference - July 27-28 in Ithaca, NY.

International GeoGebra Day - 9 September in Salamanca.
Some more important news from the previous year:

GeoGebra was part of Google Summer of Code 2010.

In September GeoGebra partnered with Mathletics, an on-line school, through this it has reached an additional 3 million students worldwide.  

2010 was the first year when GeoGebra was spreading around the globe with not only the help of teachers and volunteers, but the governments in many states/countries, where ministries have disctributed free laptops with open-source sofwares including GeoGebra. 

In September ‎3 million netbooks with GeoGebra were given to students in Argentina. 
In September Dani Novak, associate professor of mathematics at Ithaca College, accepted the National Technology Leadership Coalition’s Technology in Education Award on behalf of this year’s winner, GeoGebra.

On December 17, the newest version of the software, GeoGebra 3.2.46.0 was released including new langauges, Malay and Ukrainian, and and several Linux versions.
